The Resurrection – for us. 
It is the core mystery of our Faith that we are One New Creation, brought together because Jesus heals all 
the divisions, if we allow Him, which keep us apart.  One recently baptized man wrote “Our American way of 
life is based on the individual. Christianity is based on the community. Together we are the Body of Christ.  
Christianity may, therefore, conflict with the culture.  It is our duty to find a way of being productive 
members of society while being strong Disciples of Christ”.  Much the same message as that of Pope 
Benedict.  
 
 

Remember that we pray for parents during these Easter weeks when they are reminded, by the reading from Acts 2, that 
there are 4 pieces to nurturing the God-given Faith of their children 
 1) Reading and following the Scriptures,   2) Sharing the family goods with the needy,  
 3) Going to Mass regularly, and    4) Praying together at home.   
It is the adults who have this responsibility, although they are greatly helped by fulfilling their duty to put their child or children in 
a good Catholic school.  At St. Ignatius we teach clearly no. 1 above and we help the parents with 2 & 4.  #3 is truly the duty of 
the parents.    
 
 
You can enjoy CYC Refreshments outside after the Sunday masses this weekend while you notice and admire the WYD Banner 
and Cross.  Beside the Cross at the front of the church there is a short note about the travels and the history of having such a 
cross (a bit like the Olympic flame).
