Our Financial situation regarding the Parish Center
The Finance Council of the Parish met last week. Last weekend there was a leaflet in the bulletin outlining the “not unfavorable”
situation at the moment. Some missed mass because of the road conditions and there are a few leaflets left at the back of
church. A recent gift of $60,000 through the Concord Hill Foundation reduced the daily interest by a good $10.00. e are now
faced with a per dieminterest of c$50 and thus it would be very good for us if we could reduce the overall $250,000 principal of
the debt. One of the Finance Council members outlined the details fromthe pulpit at each mass last weekend. As we get to the
end of the normal tax year, please do think how you can contribute now and save us sending “interest” to the Archdiocese each
day.

Keep in mind as we approach end of normal tax year.
Many of you realize that we now have very good access to the new Parish Center and abundant parking. Nowwe have to pay
for it We can see the extent of the grading and the seeding, the rock and the blacktop had to be purchased and hauled,
concrete for roads and the curbs poured, the stripes sprayed. Below s a list of expenditures —none of which were part of the
Hogan contract for the building.
Asphalt driveways, blading roads, wheel stops ~ $58,860.92
All concrete (front of Center, steps, sidewalks)  $39,500.00

Purchase and hauling of rock $25,782.92
Rock Wall $10,000.00
Iron Railing, and installation $2,000.00

$136,233.84

From those gifted by the Lord, some have contributed towards these numbers already. May the Lord bless them as He
promised. For others, it might be good to ponder the above before the year ends! We are still in conversation with the
Archdiocese about the $300K+ due on the Hogan contract to the Subcontractors.
