And now to pay for the splendid grounds.. (Keep in mind as we approach the end of the normal tax year)
Many of you realize that we now have very good access to the new Parish Center and abundant parking. Now we have to
pay for it Ve can see the extent of the grading and the seeding, the rock and the blacktop had to be purchased and
hauled, concrete for roads and the kerbs poured, the stripes sprayed. Below s a list of expenditures —none of which were
part of the Hogan contract for the building.

Asphalt driveways, blading roads, wheel stops ~ $58,860.92
All concrete (front of Center, steps, sidewalks) — $39,500.00

Purchase and hauling of rock $25,782.92

Rock Wall $10,000.00

Iron Railing, and installation $2,000.00
$136,233.84

From those gifted by the Lord, some have contributed towards these numbers already.  For others, it might be good to
ponder the above in Novermber - before Christmas arrives! We are still in conversation with the Archdiocese about the
$300K+ due on the Hogan contract to the Subcontractors.

Conversation with the Archdiocese
We did learn, however, that the Archdiocesan Building Office was already using the loan amount ($400K) to pay the
Subcontractors —we learned the hard way .. ... by getting a bill (on December 34) for the interest of just over $16.00 per day
(due November 30t) on loan money used since Novermber 11th, before we knew any had been borrowed. There was sitill
$28,000 left unused in our account with the Archdiocesan Building office. Fr. Finbarr went to the Archdiocesan offices to find
out what was happening. . ... he learned that, due to the “alonormal” Hogan situation, the Building Office drew directly from the
Fnance Office and the latter assumed that we had signed off already! Fr. Finbarr asked about his request that the Archdiocese
absolve us the interest on the loan because the swindle went undetected due to the failure of the Building office to check any
lien waivers. He had not heard any response. It was then explained that the loan was made from a separate fund which was
operated like a bank and it had to earn interest for the Archdiocese. Any forgiveness would have to come from a different
branch, and it was not the business of the loan folk to ask for that. The appeal now goes to a higher authority! It is all rather
wearying. The Finance Council of the Parish meets this week and will report next weekend.
