And now: Lent means asking yourself, more than once: 
 

What is God thinking of me now? 
Lent is a period of 40 days when we are called to repent of our sins, ask forgiveness and to receive Jesus in the Bread & 
Wine of the Eucharist.  We should: 
1. Realize that Catholics do observe Lent, and that includes me! 
2. Set aside some time, a specific time, for Bible reading, or rosary, or reading from a “holy book” such as the life of a Saint. 
3. If you are aged 16 through 65, you should Fast (just one meal in the day) on Ash Wednesday and on Good Friday, and you 
should abstain from any meat each Friday (best sacrifice is just to skip the meat and not substitute a good fish!). 
4. We should do something “good” for someone else or for a group who are already in action. e.g. Do, yes do, recycle paper, 
glass, clothes, etc.  
5. We should go to Church more often – every Sunday and then once or more during the week. Stations of the Cross, Fridays 
7 – 7.40p.m.? 
6. Be ready for a good prayerful Holy Week, with attendance on Holy Thursday, Good Friday and the Easter Vigil on Holy 
Saturday evening at 8 p.m.  

     
What is your Call to witness to God now? 

     By changing something in you life during Lent so that you celebrate Easter as the meaning of your life now.   Deacon
