Reckoning Bricks and Dollars
It is not too long ago that we broke ground (June of last year) to begin the process of
- reworking our total sewage to a new lagoon at our west end,
- relocating or replacing the old Butler Building,
- building a news Parish Center,
- transitioning the school out of trailer into two new classrooms,
- relaying the whole roadway and drainage system on the carmpus,
- and designing, for the future, the overall beauty and upkeep of the grounds.

We had undertaken a Capital Campaign for the Parish Center, with a “guesstimate” at what we could
do ourselves on the grounds. For the Campaign we employed a professional from Omaha (at no cost to us because paid
for by a donor friend in St. Louis). The response was excellent, with a goodly % pledged already for the first year. \We have
tried to keep all parishioners up to date with those figures (Thank you, Carol F).

The one firm figure which we had was that for the actual building, given by the builder Hogan to the
Archdiocese. Many of the “soft” figures were difficult to settle, depending to a great extent on what time and labor we could
supply locally. Weather was a serious factor. Speed of operation, or lack thereaf, by the various contractors and subs, was
another indefinite element.

We now have to look at where the overall project is, what remains to be done and by when, what we
have spent, what we have left, what we will need to borrow from the Archdiocese at 8%, and establish a timeline for the
various steps ahead. Clearly anyone who can help us avoid going to the Archdiocese would be seen as sent by God! This
Monday (239) evening some of those directly on top of the building details will meet and supply “reality” figures which will be
the starting point for August onwards. Detalils (D.V.) next week!
