Easter Season Reminders — Ascension -- Pentecost
It used to be Ascension Thursday and no school classes on that day, and it was a Holiday of
Obligation. Precisely because it was forty days after Easter Sunday. Very simple! But then the
bishops realized that more and more folks work on Thursday and could not get to mass — and they
missed the whole teaching and why it was important. So the Feast was moved to the next
Sunday.Why so important? The departure of Jesus was indeed like a NASA take-off. It was more
than that — it was a Sign to those watching.

It recalled for them the “Harley Davidson” moment of the Old Testament when the
young Elisha wanted a sign that He would succeed the Prophet Elijah. He was told that the sign
would be “if you see me being taken up from you”. So we read in the First Reading “when he
had said this, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him from their
sight”.Thus the real message of the Ascension was that the Apostles, i.e. the Church, is given the
same authority that Jesus had —to bring the Word of God to all people. All who are baptized into
Jesus have to play their part in the same mission.
