Many of you realize that we now have very good access to the new Parish Center and abundant parking.  Now we have to pay 
for it!!!!!     We can see the extent of the grading and the seeding, the rock and the blacktop had to be purchased and hauled, 
concrete for roads and the kerbs poured, the stripes sprayed.  Below is a list of expenditures – none of which were part of the 
Hogan contract for the building.
