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The Week of All Saints & All Souls (& All Spooks!) 
           While the commercial stores are expert in stirring the imaginations of the little ones and marketing mountains of candy 
and pumpkins, the origin of Hallowe’en is a reminder for adults of the holiness of all God’s people, living on earth and those 
beyond.  The “Night Before”, the ”Eve”, was always the beginning of the feast.  Thus the “Hallowed Evening” began the 
celebrations.  Great respect has always been shown to the graves of the dead (a tradition we continue well at St. Ignatius), and 
in pre-electric times the oncoming of darkness was always a time of wonder and with a tinge of fear.   
          The sense of “spirits” had both a playful and a spiritual meaning.  High-spirited imaginations led many to don weird 
costumes and to frighten the locals.  The Church took the celebration of local Saints, and there were many from the nearby 
lands and times, as a good reminder of how God gives us great examples of how He works in ordinary people.   
           We learn from the great Saints and from our own “Patron” saint.  They show us how they heard the call of God and lived 
in a way which Jesus showed us – how all good is through the grace of God leading to the gift of eternal life.  And then we take 
November 2nd as a day to honor the memories of those who have received that gift (we hope) in the fullness of God’s presence.                           
          The message:   All life is a gift, and we are called to grow to a fullness beyond what we now know.
