Peace with each other…if only we could see the truth….. 
I feel sure that you do not use the word “Epiphany” too often outside of Church, or even within Church for that matter.  It comes 
from the Greek words meaning “to show forth, to make visible what is truly there”.  It refers to the moment when Jesus appeared 
at the River Jordan and revealed to John the Baptist his real self.  It also refers to the time on the mountain when Jesus revealed 
to the Apostles Peter, James and John, for a blinding moment, his inner glory.  Many Saints are given such moments of “insight” 
into the Real Jesus and this certainty keeps them going “when the going gets tough”.  Jesus often appears in our presence in 
ways which would surprise us ….if only we were open to seeing Him in those whom we see as “different”, “poor” and “not really 
my neighbor”.   
The hand-out last week suggested thinking about the “Greeting of Peace” after the Our Father of the Mass.  The sharing of the 
handshake is a way for us to remind ourselves to reach out to Jesus in our neighbor, and to “leave the judging of our neighbor to 
God”.  Our world could do with more such gestures in 2008!   

 

Why fuss over the New Year? 
A famous catholic English writer (G.K. Chesterton) put it this way: 
“The object of the New Year is not that we should have a new year!  It is that we should have a new soul and a new nose, new 
feet and a new backbone, new ears and new eyes. Unless a person starts on the strange assumption that he or she has never 
existed before, It is quite certain that he or she will never exist afterward”.       You may need to reread this! 
 

 An American writer, Terence Mullins, puts it more dramatically: 
  Show me no dark conclusions, show me light: 
  The flashing glint of crystals meant to melt,  
  The lambent radiance of early thaw,  
  Dawn with fragile frost prospective white,  
  An egg within whose solid wall is felt 
  The thrust of mercy at the shell of law.  (The last two lines enshrine the great mystery!)

Why is WYD (World Youth Day) so significant for Concord Hill? 
   For the Youth: Pope Benedict chose as the slogan “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and 
you will be my witnesses” (Acts 1:8) and he writes to the pilgrims going to Australia: “together we will invoke the Holy Spirit, 
asking with trust in God for the gift of a New Pentecost for the Church and for humanity in the 3rd Millennium”.  It is a call to the 
young in a parish to re-awaken the Faith in all age groups!    
     They will discover that the English migrated to Australia about the same time (first half of the 1800s) that the Germans 
came to Concord Hill, and for the same reasons –promises of abundant good farming land, markets for their produce, and a 
spirit of freedom and good order in place.
