What is your Baptism now?

The Church gives us the remembrance of the Baptism of Jesus for a good reason, actually for two reasons.

One is the huge development in the way God communicates with His people. In the Old Testament god spoke through
Prophets and called the peaple to Baptism in the River Jordan, to obey the Laws of worship in the Temple and the rituals of
Fasting and the giving of Alims (money) to the needy. In the New Testament Jesus showed that the Baptism with Water
was just the sign of God's gift of the Holy Spirit and the conversion of our Hearts as One People under God.

Reason Two is to give you and me the chance, each year. to ask again “Why was | chosen to be Baptized? What is
God calling me to be or to do?” Here at St. Ignatius it is first and foremost a Call to be a lively part of the parish community
and a witness to the love of God in our life and mission of welcome and teaching of others. Each year we should be a little
more conscious of what this means. Next Sunday (2p.m.) we gather at St. Vincent's to pray as one People under God.

Fuller Report in the Mall
Afuller report on the state of the Building Fund & Debt was included with the 2007 Financial Statements sent to all who
contributed to the parish last year. It showed that the total cost of the whole project, Hall and Campus, came to $1,705,110.44
and that this had been met by us through your strong contributions and a loan of $375,817.85 from the Archdiocese. To date
we have paid down the debt to $145,843.84. Interest paid through the end of Novermber was $2,443.06.

Our Financial situation regarding the Parish Center
Many thanks to those who are making great efforts to retire the Principal of the Archdiocesan loan. We have received a letter
from Deacon Frank Chawuvin, the Chief Financial Officer of the Archdiocese, and he has promised to meet with F. Finbarr and
Hubie Kluesner early in the New Year.

Why is WYD (World Youth Day) so significant for Concord Hill?

For the Youth: Pope Benedict chose as the slogan “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and
you Will be my witnesses” (Acts 1:8) and he writes to the pilgrims going to Australia: “together we will invoke the Holy Spirit,
asking with trust in God for the gift of a New Pentecost for the Church and for humanity in the 39 Millennium’”. It is a call to the
young in a parish to re-awaken the Faith in all age groups!

They will discover that the English migrated to Australia about the same time (first half of the 1800s) that the Germans
came to Concord Hill, and for the same reasons —promises of abundant good farming land, markets for their produce, and a
spirit of freedom and good order in place.
