Below s a list of expenditures — none of which were part of the Hogan contract for the building.

All concrete (front of Center, steps, sidewalks) — $39,500.00

Purchase and hauling of rock $25,782.92
Rock Wall $10,000.00
Iron Railing, and installation $2,000.00

$136,233.84

We are still in conversation with the
Archdiocese about the $300K+ due on the Hogan contract to the Subcontractors. We have not yet drawn on
the loan from the Archdiocese.
