The Building Commissioners for the Archdiocese have no further “actual information” to report
as of Friday, 24™. The Offices of Hogan Construction are being fine combed by the Bankers and
Bonders who have suffered considerable losses. The Archdiocesan Attorney has been consulted
but advises us that the resolution lies with the Archdiocesan Building Commission. Its Mr.
Pallich is expected to gather all available information about work already done and $ paid to
subcontractors. Then heis going individually to the subs and negotiating for a settlement of X
centsinthedollar. Itisnot yet clear how much the Archdiocese paid without getting the lien
waivers for the previous claims.
