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I am giving you some recipes that are messy and great fun. These are some of the
things we have done through the year.
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4 tablespoons of Dawn dishwashing liquid.
2 tablespoons of Karo Light corn syrup OR 2 tablespoons
glycerin.
Mix it all up and make great bubbles.

2 tsps of sugar
1/3 cup dishwashing liquid or baby shampoo
1 1/4 cups of water
Food coloring
Mix
Items to use for blowing bubbles: plastic straws, strawberry baskets from the store,
hangers bent to whatever shape, spoons with holes. Use your imagination. Bubbles are
better in cool wet weather. Just after a rain is perfect. The longer the solution sits, the
better.
This is probably more than you need to know about bubbles. I just think they are
tons of fun.

1/4 cup liquid starch
A few drops of food coloring or 1 tsp of tempera paint
Mix until blended thoroughly blended. Store in an airtight container.

% , Ilove clean mud.
White toilet paper, torn into small pieces.
Ivory soap bars or Ivory soap flakes. If using the bars, grate the soap with
a cheese grater into a large bowl.
Add enough water to make the soap dissolve, then add the toilet
paper and knead mixture until a dough like consistency is obtained.
A @ CAUTION—T his can cause allergic reactions.
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Mix equal amounts of liquid starch and glue. When mixed,
pour onto the table top and knead until mixture forms a silly putty type consistency. If
it is too stringy, add glue; if it is too sticky, add liquid starch. Use water based markers
or food coloring to add some pizzazz. It is really cool to use a straw and blow huge
bubbles.

CAUTION—This will stick to clothing and is difficult to remove. Do not put it down
the drain, either—it will clog the pipes. It is great on porous materials like tabletops.
Store in an air tight container.
